Firstly, the scum who I refer to are the people who think nothing of burning decent working class people out of their homes and family business'. The kind of people who see an Asian student riding a bike and set about breaking his jaw before robbing him of his possessions while pretending to help him to his feet - I make no apologies for calling them scum, that's exactly what they are. Secondly I agree with Fellini that they need to be punished. I'd like to see them have their benefits rescinded, maybe then they'd realise that while things aren't perfect, they could be a whole lot worse. Thirdly, I feel we need to tackle the issue at its root so that the future generations can be an asset to society rather than a hindrance.

Finally I have absolutely no idea how to tackle this problem. Over the past decade, during the boom years under the Labour government, there has been unprecedented investment into deprived areas in England. But apparently it seems they were only stuffing a giant leak with pound notes because when that funding disappears in the downturn (13 out of 17 youth clubs shut down in Tottenham recently) we are back to square one and we see nothing has changed at all.

It's my feeling that the forces at work here are inexorable. They are inherent in our very society. Liberal Capitalism promotes a culture of greed and selfishness, from the top of society to the bottom. We have the latest gadgets and fashions dangled temptingly before our eyes, so much so that we almost feel inadequate as human beings if we don't possess the latest smart phone or this summer’s finest threads. The real problem is that the people at the very bottom of society want these mod cons as much as the people at the top but they are out of their financial reach. If they don't possess the practical skills to earn money lawfully then why should we be surprised if they resort to street robbery and a brand of amorality that holds money in higher esteem than humanity itself?

But perhaps the greatest problem is that we have no viable alternative to our current system, we're locked in by an inescapable logic that we're all powerless to resist. Full scale Socialism, Communism, it’s all rubbish, people in the West could never accept it and it wouldn't improve the quality of man’s life unless it was a worldwide revolution which is never going to happen. So what is to be done? I honestly don't know.
